	•Mark-making. Exploratory drawing techniques (Green Fingers).
•Observational drawing – basic shapes/key features (Green Fingers).
	•Line drawings/silhouettes (Fire Fighters).
•Observational drawings of a range of common and interesting seeds/seed pods/beans
e.g. borlotti beans (pink and marbled); sunflower seeds (black and white stripes); seed pods (Health Heroes).
Art Week
Line drawing of French landmarks
	•Abstract Art -portraits. Draw a portrait of themselves to scale, focussing on the Abstract artists Pablo Picasso, George Braque. Use a range of mediums. Use digital art. (You Are What You Eat).

	•Saxon jewellery. Develop sketching skills to design a Saxon brooch, and then create it from clay (Treasure Seekers).
•Develop design skills creating embossed runes or patterns, using understanding and knowledge of how delicate and sophisticated Viking craftsmanship/art could be. They then develop their ideas to design and create a Viking shield (Raiders).
Art Week
Observational drawing – shape and form of flowers
	•Tudor Portraiture. Henry VIII/QE II – drawing and shading, facial dimensions Focus on: tone, shade, structure, proportion (Shakespeare).
Art Week
Observational drawing/composition - rainforests
	•Portraiture/identity – self. What defines me? How do I express myself vs how do others see me? What makes me, me? Children create modernist ‘word’ portraits, using words and phrases rather than lines to create a Julian Opie – British – Male - Alive outline of their face (Talking ‘bout a Revolution).
•Design flags/banners/slogans (DT week).
Art Week
Henry Moore – British – Male – Modernism (20th c.) sketching of underground  shelters/tube stations. Perspective. Focus on developing sketching techniques: tone,  shade, form, foreground, background, perspective.

	Colour/
Pattern
	•Self portraits – collage (Our Story).
•Explore different painting styles, investigating how colour and technique can produce different effects e.g. Van Gogh’s “Starry Night” and “The Church at Auvers”; Karl Schmidt – Rottluff’s “Self  Portrait 1906”; Monet’s Le Grand Canal; Basquiat’s “Dusthead”; any Jackson Pollock painting.  Children to explore lots of different mark making with paint/brushes/tools. Experiment with making their own weather-picture using the techniques explored. (Wild Weather).
•Fauvism - explore the concept of unusual/subverted colour choice. Create Fauve-style images.
Develop layered Fauve-style mixed-media collages (Waste Warriors).




	•Colour wash/colour families/hot and cold colours (Fire Fighters).
•Aztec art: Designing geometric patterns, creating using a range of materials such as collage, oil pastel and paint. Develop into printing techniques; printing geometric patterns onto textiles (Chocolate).
•Children to study Pop Art: Roy Lichtenstein – American – Male – 20th C. and use ben day dots techniques to create own comic strips/characters (Superheroes!).

Art Week
Henri Matisse – French – Male – Fauvism (20thc.) Children create own drawn and then collaged versions of Matisse’s “cut out” images. Digital Art – colour/layer manipulation of their Matisse- style images. Children take photograph of own work on the iPad and upload to BGFL365 in order to manipulate it.
Georges Seurat – French – Male – Fauvism (20thc.) – pastels. Discuss pointillism and how revolutionary it was at the time. 
Finger painting – small Eiffel tower. Discuss how Seurat used his locality as inspiration – he painted what was available to him. Explore different local landmarks that children could recreate images of (The Bull, Sparkhill Park, St John’s Church etc). Children to take photos of things in their surroundings (in the park, the playroom, classroom, role play, dinner hall etc) and upload them to the computer. Children to edit them with filters to create pointillism- style images (Seurat outcome 2). Whole class/year project – create a Pointellist version of an image of our school
	•Exploratory art unit, exploring surface textures: Children print using different textured surfaces, eg bubble wrap, corrugated card – free choice. Consider things with similar textures eg fine/coarse sandpaper. Children print through different textured surfaces, eg open-weave hessian, doilies. Children create their own textured paint, eg adding sand, oats. Create layered images using all three processes. (Feel the Force).
•Colour focus: primary, secondary, tertiary, complimentary, hot and cold colours; investigating
different materials and techniques to represent a volcano eruption (Genius Geology).
	Optical illusion art – Britain – 1960s. Bridget Riley – British - Female – Alive. Op art works are abstract, with many better known pieces created in black and white. Typically, they give the viewer the impression of movement, hidden images, flashing and vibrating patterns, or of swelling or warping. Using geometric forms to create optical effects. Children will use mathematical concepts of space and measurement to create their own Op Art, developing their colour (complimentary or tertiary colours) or applying a black and white finish (Junior Medics).
	•Pastel Space constellations
•Aboriginal Art. The children could trace their own journey, or look at the metaphorical journey of one of the “freedom fighters”. ? Developing a series of images as a journey, or create ‘dreamings’ which represent the children’s lives in Birmingham. Or they could create a series of ‘dreamings’ which represent the journey of one of the freedom fighters they have learnt about (Freedom Fighters).
•Children explore Islamic Art, (12th C) focusing on shape, pattern, motif, repetition, design, colour. Create geometric patterns based on mathematical concepts(Islamic Golden Age).
•Design their own Coat of Arms; a visual representation of self as a British citizen (Project Birmingham).
	•Futurism – Russia – 20th C. Futurism collage. Explore conveying movement in 2D work. Explore dynamic activities such as sport, dance, drama and music as a starting point for making work in two dimensions. Look at how the idea of movement is shown in different kinds of art, such as photography, illustrations, cartoons, paintings, prints, and experiment with different methods and techniques to show movement.
•Artists include: Giacomo Balla, Duchamp, Robert Delaunay. Boccini. The pioneer for this was
Eadward Mutbridge who was the first person to capture moving images on screen. Children create layered images of themselves/a peer in action, and develop this into a tonal image using one colour palette (Rise of the Robots).

	•Self-portraits - colour mixing (Our Story).

	Art Week  (Waste Warriors)
Aurora Robson – Canadian – Female – alive
•Sumer Erek – Turkish – Male – alive

•Explore ideas around sculpture/objects with children. Children explore colour, shape, space, pattern and texture to develop their visual, tactile and sensory understanding of the materials and processes in art, craft and design activities. Create 3D recycled-art sculptures
	•Weaving with a range of natural materials (eg raffia) and man-made materials (eg plastic bags). Exploration of fabrics and textures, creating simple looms and basic weaving techniques (Let’s Go Engineering).
•Natural resources: Sea sculptures. Explore patterns and textures through rubbings and drawings. Exploring the work of Andy Goldsworthy – British –Male – Alive and creating hanging sculptures from raw/natural/found materials.
•Collage using seeds (Suitcases and Sandcastles).
	[bookmark: _GoBack]•Sculpture: vessels from different cultures. Explore the craft tradition of making vessels and containers (children make Greek clay pots). They develop their own designs and build a three-dimensional form to represent or container to hold something special. Gods and Heroes 
They consider examples by contemporary designers and ceramicists and look at work from different cultures.
•Create fruit portraits/images of self, inspired by Arcimboldo – Italian – Male – 16th C.  Contemporary artist Jason Mercier using food. Children to arrange actual fruit/cut up images of fruit over photographs of their own face – a sculptural collage (You Are What You Eat).

	•Digital art/portraits
•Create fruit portraits/images of self, inspired by Arcimboldo – Male – Italian – 16th C. Children photograph their sculptural collages and use computing skills to either print, or edit the colours and print. 2. Having created a “healthy food” portrait, children will now create “junk food” portraits inspired by Jason Mecier – Canadian – Male - Alive (Miley Cyrus – candy;  Big Bird – cereal; Rosie O’Donnell – junk food). Children to arrange actual junk food/pasta/cereal etc, or to cut out pictures of these foods to create their own portrait (on top of a photo of their face).  Create Fruit Section painting. Teach children about colour, blending, shading, tone. Children will create a new fruit, by painting four quarters of different fruits. (You Are What You Eat).
