	Persuasive texts:  
Identify features of a persuasive text: conjunctions, scientific vocab, modal verbs, addressing the reader, formal tone, emotive language.  Build up a piece of persuasive writing over 2 weeks, persuading people to either recycle or keep plastic out of the ocean.  



	 
Children learn about different scientific processes – solute/solution investigation, rusty nail investigation etc. Children use the skills they learnt in CCs to write up their science investigations using high-quality English content. Have re-cap lesson on features of scientific explanations – look at lots of books from the school library, watch scientific (“explanation”) videos from cbeebies – look at transcripts of what the presenters say! This is essentially a science investigation, but presented orally. Make imovies! Or if time, children could write up their science investigations to be presented as a science show on cbeebies.
