Our Year 3 knowledge about the Romans and the Anglo Saxons will be important in how we understand this period. We will begin to see how evidence and historical interpretation can change image of Vikings as bloodthirsty raisers. We will become skilled geographers as we look at settlement, maps, migration and trade.
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Our learning in about Vikings and Anglo Saxons together in Year 4 helps us to see the period as one and the complexity of life in Britain under both groups. This will be significant as we learn about the Islamic Golden Age in Year 5.
